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With the help of many people (only a few of which are in this photo) OCC was 
able to obtain water rights with the goal of inexpensive irrigation so the grounds 
are green and vibrant year-round.  
There are three reasons why this is important: 
1. Thirsty ground where the dust billows as you walk detracts from any retreat or 
camp experience. Green grass has a way of beckoning us to sit and reflect. The 
psalmist wrote ñhe makes me lie down in green pastureséò, that image of 
coming away to a green place is one huge reason keeping OCC green is 
important. 
2. Another reason is fire safety. A green perimeter around buildings will be one 
more way to help ensure fire safety. 
3. And then the obvious reason is financial. City water is very expensive to use 
for irrigation. The water bill is large in the summer even when we do minimal 
watering of flowerbeds and grass. Now we can water for a fraction of the cost.  
I would like to give a huge thank you to Danny Butler for his above and beyond help in completing this project. Danny oversaw all the initial 
planning and excavating. It would not have happened without his expertise.
